BLM Arizona Firewise Trailer Use Agreement (Revised 10/5/5)
This agreement applies to the use of the AZ BLM Firewise trailer and is associated with a DI-105 form (Receipt of Property) for liability.  All parties signing this agreement will accept responsibility that their agency or organization will replace any and all documented damages or lost items listed below on the DI-105 upon pickup from the BLM.  The responsible party will also have the trailer cleaned up prior to pickup by the BLM.
The Firewise trailer is an 8’ X 16’ vehicle produced by Pace, a Utah manufacturer. This trailer is equipped with a refrigerator, a combination VCR/television for viewing Firewise videos, 8 folding chairs, 2 folding tables, 4 wheel blocks, a 6 KW Onan generator for the AC and electrical system, receiver hitch and ball, 2 30-pound propane tanks, 1  25’ Marinco power cord, plus 1  25’ and 1  50’ extensions (30A/125V) with a 15 amp adapter, 2 rear trailer stabilizers, 20 literature containers, a mini-vacuum, 2 outdoor halogen lamps with 25’ extension cords, 2 spare tires/covers, fire extinguisher, 6000# hydraulic jack, 2 foldout platform steps, a canvas trailer cover with duffle bag, an awning tool and hitch hand crank. Trailer also contains: Fire A Friend, A Foe mural, two table cloths (USDI/BLM and AZ Firewise) and five banners (AZ Firewise Partners, AZ BLM, Please Walk Through (2) and Videos in Progress) and a fire scenario sandbox.
Responsible parties are required to notify the BLM of any damages or losses that occur while the trailer is in their possession.  Assignees agree that they received the Firewise trailer in good condition and that any prior damages are listed on the attached DI-105 form.  
Although Firewise materials are provided in the trailer, borrowing agencies and organizations are encouraged to provide their own literature.  Also, those borrowing the trailer are encouraged to stock it with Firewise materials in the cabinets, and to help put educational materials on the walls.
